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What the soul is to the body, that is what these Christians are to the world. 

The Epistle of Mathetes to Diognetus, 130-200 CE 
 
It’s old news. The Christian faith has been losing traction throughout 
Western culture. Once socially and politically dominant, the religion of Constantine now faces 
rapidly declining worship attendance, waning political influence, and an abysmal public perception. 
This is not only a result of un-Christian behavior–as significant as that has been–but also because 
many Christians haven’t recognized and adapted to the changed cultural reality. Sure, it can be 
disconcerting, but many Christians are recognizing that the church isn’t dying at all, but coming 
back to renewed life! Many people of deepening faith are looking to discover what it means to 
follow Jesus in this new context. The question is, “How?”  
             How do we focus the church’s mission in America in the 21st century? 
             How do we live as Christians in a world disenchanted with our movement? 
             How do we stay grounded in the Gospel, yet winsome and credible to secular society? 
 
Check out http://www.qideas.org/video/the-next-christians.aspx  (18 minutes, and worth it!) 
 
In the video available at the above link, Gabe Lyons articulates what he has learned from his 
research. He takes seriously the reality of postmodern, pluralistic, post-Christian culture, but speaks 
optimistically as he shares a few of the marks of a new generation of Christians. One is a recovery 
of the sense of vocation, people recognizing their calling to be people of God in the world, right 
where they are, living with bold commitment to the common good. Lyons has picked up on a core 
concept of classic Lutheran theology. Martin Luther understood that the vocation of every Christian 
is to work for the well-being of their neighbors, whoever and wherever those neighbors might be.  
 
Convinced that Christianity’s best days are yet to come, Lyons points to a whole movement of 
Christians—Evangelicals, Mainline, Protestants, Orthodox, Pentecostals, and others—who desire to 
be a force for restoration even as they proclaim the Christian Gospel. They want the label Christian 
to mean something good, intelligent, authentic, and beautiful. The next generation of Christians, 
Lyons argues, embodies five practices that will aid  “Next Generation Christians” in their quest to 
engage and restore the world:  

1. Immersed in Scripture (instead of Entertainment)  
2. Observing the Sabbath (instead of merely Being Productive)  
3. Fasting for Simplicity (instead of Consuming)  
4. Choosing Embodiment (instead of Being Divided)  
5. Postured by Prayer (instead of Power)  

 
People who live this way will be Saints Alive, everyday people of God who change the world, a 
little bit at a time, giving soul to the world by who they are and what they do. Throughout this fall, 
you will have many opportunities to develop in yourself this kind of life through worship and 
growth opportunities here at All Saints. See you there!

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By the recommendation of the Finance Committee, and 
the approval of the Council, the Fiscal 2012 budget (July 
1, 2011–June 30, 2012) is in place to be approved by the 
congregation. The recommendation that will go before the 
congregation at the Congregational Meeting on October 
16 is simply to extend the 2011 budget for six months. So 
it is a continuation of the budget approved by the 
Congregation in February. There may be a few requests to 
go beyond some of the current budgeted expenses, which 
will be reviewed by the Finance Committee and sent to 
the Council for approval as they arise. We do not expect 
these requests to be extravagant. And if our income 
continues along the same lines as it has over the past 7 
months the budget should be able to absorb some 
increases with ease. 
Because of the change in fiscal years, and a very short 
fiscal year (Jan. 1, 2011 – June 30, 2011), the budgeting is 
somewhat confusing. When this recommendation is 
approved it simply means that the original 2011 budget 
goes into effect July 1, 2011 and will continue until June 
30, 2012. So, we will have used the 2011 budget for 18 
months.

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We began the new fiscal year on July 1, 2011 and we 
began with a good month. There were five Sundays, so 
that helped.

How are we at keeping our homes in 
good repair? Do we buy the latest iPod or phone or laptop 
or (fill in the blank)? Or is the one we have working 
sufficiently for what we really need? What is the 
consequence of upgrading? Is there someone who could 
use that which we no longer want, instead of sending it to 
the trash?  

May we take seriously our responsibility to be good 
stewards of our stuff. It would be a great response to 
God’s generosity to us!

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I met Osmann several years ago when we were delivering 
furniture to an elderly lady through our Families in Need 
Ministry. It was a hot afternoon. Several people watched us 
as we began to carry the furniture up the stairs to her 

apartment. Osmann was there, and he stepped out and asked if we needed help. 
He graciously joined in as we moved several pieces up several flights of stairs. 
We were tired and worn out from a long day so his assistance was most welcome 
and appreciated. Osmann had come to America from Somalia and was trying to 
make a go of it. He was a quiet man and he wanted to help. I had a chance to get 
to know him a little better as we worked together on that hot summer day.  
Fast forward two years to this summer. I was able to get together with Osmann 
again. He was looking for some needed furniture and we had some. It was good 
to see him. We talked about his going to school, as he was planning to learn to 
read and write English. He also mentioned it was Ramadan and he was now 
fasting from sunrise to sunset. He asked me a curious question….Do you think it 
would be okay if I smoke on Ramadan? I was surprised in that he was somewhat 
serious. I said I didn’t know exactly, but that he shouldn’t smoke anyway. What 
ensued was a short but good conversation about our two faiths. I wanted to share 
with him the love I have felt and experienced from Jesus. We talked a little, but 
just couldn’t connect on this. It was one of the few times I’ve had a serious 
conversation with a Muslim on religion. It challenged me not only to be ready to 
address people’s physical needs, but also to be prepared when spiritual questions 
arise. There is that old adage that people don’t care how much you know until 
they know how much you care. How do we love those around us? I looked it up: 
a Muslim is not supposed to smoke during Ramadan. Ramadan is for cleansing. 
How do we as Christians get cleansed–and how do we share that?  
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Come check out the many ways you can plug into some of the ministries of All 
Saints. We’ll have food! We’ll have fun! We’ll have ways to help Casa Hogar 
Elim Orphanage in Mexico, Holy Family Lutheran in Chicago and Hospitality 
House in Minneapolis. You can find out about Lutheran HealthCare Bangladesh 
and the folks we support there. We’ll have info on our local food shelf in 
Minnetonka (ICA) and how you can care for the homeless at Our Saviour’s 
Shelter.
